Gardens, lawns, small meadows, and field edges are the open
areas of Central Park. For birds that nest in the woods, these
nearby openings are great places to find worms, seeds, grubs, and
other insects.

Don't forget to look up when you're in these open areas. You
might see birds catching insects in the air or soaring overhead as
they pass by during migration.
